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Key Pointers for sport unlimited Applications
· Eight week projects. Projects must run for a minimum of eight sessions, usually a one-hour session per week over one school term. Some latitude may be allowed where the activity does not easily fit this schedule. Every participant must have access to all of the sessions. Sessions cannot be split amongst different groups of participants.
· Coaching cost per hour is £30 maximum
· Projects should be £30 per head maximum. Innovative projects at a higher cost per head will be considered. Cost per head is a factor in selection of projects and more cost effective projects are more likely to achieve acceptance
· Maximum participation across all young people is the primary aim. There is no specific remit or targets within sport unlimited to address disadvantaged groups
· The latest application form and registration forms must be used

· Applications must be completed in full. This including a detailed project description. Applications that do not contain sufficient description will be returned or rejected
· Equipment applied for must be essential. Equipment should be necessary for the project to take place (with an explanation of why), not already available and not excessive for the proposed activity level
· Target figures for participant numbers should be realistic. Projects with over-inflated and unrealistic targets will be returned
· Sustainable exit routes are a key requirement for all projects.
