Welcome and Introductions:

Councillor Cox thanked everyone for being present.
Each person introduced themselves and their role.

Review of the previous minutes:
These were accepted as a true record.

Activesouthend Community Sports Festival:
Councillor Cox paid special thanks to AT and LG from Creating Leisure for their great help in organising a successful festival.  Thanks were also expressed to the sports clubs that represented their sport on the day of the event.
Councillor Cox recently attended a county wide sports meeting, and the activesouthend Community Sports Festival was seen as an example of good practice.
With future sports events, IM from the basketball should be informed, as the club has a good community presence, as well as the professional set up.
Councillor Cox asked if there was any feedback where improvements could be made.  LG said that perhaps the day should be slightly shorter.  This seemed like a good idea, as the afternoon sessions were not as well attended as the morning sessions.
Basketball:
Positive comments were made on how well the international basketball event went on Friday 10th July, at Southend Leisure and Tennis Centre.
IM spoke about the exciting times ahead for basketball.  Southend Leisure and Tennis Centre (SLTC) host the Essex Pirates Basketball Club, and good support has been shown from key partners.  The club are the 13th professional team in the British Basketball League (BBL).  The fixtures for the upcoming season will be known in due course.
IM also spoke about the community presence the club has across the county.  Hoops for Health is the main programme, supported by follow up programmes, all of which link into local basketball provision.  

NF was interested in the initiative and asked for IM to link in with the two Healthy Schools Advisors.  NF and IM to liaise further after the meeting.

Funding:

The five activesouthend projects which were allocated Community Investment Funding (CIF) are still waiting for their payments.  Each of the projects should have commenced in April, 2009.
KR explained that originally this Sport England funding would go to sportessex, as they put the bid together with Southend-on-Sea Borough Council (SBC).  The money is now going straight to SBC.  KR said that SBC would chase the funding, and would advise those receiving the funding on the position in due course.

AH introduced himself as the External Funding Officer, SBC.  AH has set up a monthly news flash in regard to funding opportunities.  The opportunities are taken from Grantfinder, which SBC has subscribed to.  Forms were passed around, where anyone interested passed on their email address to AH, and from now on they receive funding information. Any Other Business:

DN to forward to KR the sportessex update.  
NF spoke about the health programme called MEND, which stands for Mind Exercise Nutrition and Do-it.  This programme has been successful at Shoeburyness Leisure Centre and Southend Leisure and Tennis Centre.  NF said that he was now dealing with funding issues, to enable the programme to be run from September, 2009.
AH said that he is the web editor for www.southendtimeline.com.  This is a new website dedicated to recording key events in the modern history of Southend-on-Sea.  The website is particularly interested in local sporting heroes, as well as successful sports clubs.  For further information, please contact Adrian Harris, on, adrianharris@southend.gov.uk.
KR said that from last year’s successful Club Convention, one for later this year will be organised.  Activesouthend will work with activerochford and activecastlepoint.  Further details will be passed on in due course.  Councillor Cox kindly offered his assistance with the event.
Councillor Cox spoke about the Summer Days event, to be held at Priory Park, Saturday 25th and Sunday 26th July.  This is a free community event, providing different sports and arts sessions.  The event marks three years until the 2012 Games.  SF and IM are involved with this event, to promote football and basketball, respectively.
