Welcome and Introductions:

Councillor Cox thanked everyone for attending, stating that this meeting was the first since last summer.
Each member introduced themselves and their role.

KR said that today’s meeting would be to give an update on the activesouthend Community Investment Fund bid, the role out of the projects included in the bid and how the CSN could further develop.
Update on the Community Investment Fund Bid:

KR and AW had provided evidence of match funding for the CIF application, to Sport England.

KR had been in contact with Kirsty Clarke, Sport England East, to ensure this information was satisfactory.  The feedback given was that the bid would receive a peer review decision by the end of February.
Once feedback has been given from Sport England, KR would contact all activesouthend members to advise.  

Monitoring and Evaluation of Projects:

Once the funding for the projects has been confirmed and passed on by Sport England, KR will contact lead partners listed on the action plans, to hold meetings to ensure monitoring and evaluation takes place.
AF raised the question of two years worth of funding being awarded, with little over one year to meet the number of participants stated in the application.  
GC said that Sport England may be flexible, under the circumstances.  KR to investigate.

Developing the CSN:
RR asked for an overview about the group.  Councillor Cox gave a brief overview, explaining that the group’s main purpose was to increase participation in sport and physical activity year on year.  
Suggestions were made about having representation from larger sports bodies in the borough.  Details of such groups to be passed on to KR, and if appropriate, KR to make initial contact.

Another suggestion was to link with the Local Strategic Partnership.  RR to pass on a suitable contact for the LSP.  KR to contact this individual.
KR spoke briefly about the draft Sports and Leisure Strategy, by Southend on Sea Borough Council, and for the group to link with this, as appropriate.
Councillor Cox spoke about promoting the work of partners, such as Creating Leisure, the School Sport Partnerships, and so on.  This could be through an event, open to the public.
KR to liaise with Parks and Open Spaces, to invite a member of the team to attend future meetings.

The issue of other groups existing, and how the CSN would be as effective as intended, was raised.  It was suggested that a member of the LSP would be invited to the next meeting, so they could talk about the role of the LSP.
Any Other Business:

Further suggestions on developing the group need to go to KR.
KR to pass on CSN member contact details to Councillor Cox.
