Welcome and Introductions:

Councillor Cox thanked everyone for being present.
Each person introduced themselves and their role.

Review of the previous minutes:
These were accepted as a true record.

Activesouthend Community Sports Festival:
KR briefly spoke about the above event, to be held at Southend Leisure and Tennis Centre (SLTC), Sunday 14th June.  This free event, open to all ages, will provide taster sessions in a range of sports, with the idea to keep people involved in sport and physical activity.  
The group recognised that this is a great way to encourage people to become more active.  KR and AW are coordinating the event and will forward the advertising to activesouthend members in due course.

Councillor Cox suggested that partners should be given the opportunity to advertise their services.  LMc expressed an interest for V-involved to be able to display their services.  Southend Marine Activity Centre are also interested.
For any other comments or information about the event, please contact KR or AW.
Tour Series Cycle Race:
AW spoke about the above event, where two races come to Essex, one of which comes to Southend on Thursday 25th June.  The area of seafront used for the race will be between the Three Shells and the Westcliff Casino.   The event will be televised on ITV4, being shown on the following day.  A large screen will be displayed on Pier Hill.  AW is working on the event with Elaine Matson, Olympic Legacy Co-ordinator and the Cycling Team, SBC.  If anyone needs further information about the event, or, has ideas as to how to add value to the event, please contact AW.
LMc was keen to provide volunteers for the event.

Pre Game Training Camp:

KR mentioned that SLTC is a recognised pre games training camp in preparation for the 2012 Games.  The sports the centre are able to host include, athletics, badminton, basketball, diving (when the new pool is built), goalball, wheelchair fencing, wheelchair tennis, sitting volleyball and boccia.
Creating Leisure and SBC have recently used a company called Capricorn Media to produce a short DVD promoting the centre and the town as an attractive pre games training camp destination.  KR said that the DVD lasts no longer than ten minutes and is definitely worth watching.  KR urged those in attendance to take a free copy of the DVD to pass on to any suitable contacts they have.
KE and his school have recently travelled to Mozambique and kindly promoted the DVD over there with key individuals representing sport in the country.  KR said that any international contacts should be utilised in this regard.

AT said that from Creating Leisure’s perspective they are looking to bring in as many high profile sporting events as possible.  The Great Britain Sitting Volleyball squad have recently trained at the centre.  
Funding:
SBC continue to chase Sport England for the Community Investment Funding.  As soon as SBC receive this, then those partners delivering on projects will be notified immediately, so they can access the funding.
Councillor Cox said that this is a standard agenda item, which can give people the chance to share any methods of good practice they have.

SG spoke about his organisation’s bid to the Football League Trust, for the employment of a Disability Officer and a Health and Wellbeing Officer, to carry out community work and to link in with partners representing activesouthend and other local organisations.  SG will hear in May as to whether the bid has been successful.
NF asked whether the group are familiar with any Local Strategic Partnership (LSP) grants and contacts, to address obesity.  KR said that activesouthend are linked into the LSP and will make enquiries in this regard and get back to NF.

Any other business:
NF discussed an opportunity through Turning Tides.  The project is looking at providing a wide range of leisure activities and organisations are encouraged to apply for funding to run these activities.  The application form seems to be straightforward.  NF gave out application forms to those interested.

SG said that SUFC have been closely involved with the project, which has worked well.

LMc stated that any community organisations interested in promoting volunteering should contact V-involved.

KR said that he would email all partners with the activesouthend newsletter template, for the next newsletter.

SG stated that the Kickz programme is going extremely well, attracting 40 to 50 youngsters per night.  Those taking part in the programme recently visited Tottenham.  LMc, from V-involved linked with this. 
AT announced that as part of the new pool build at SLTC, the netball courts have been relocated.  Brand new, floodlit netball courts are now located on the far side of the external tennis courts.  Creating Leisure are keen to maximise the usage of these courts.

KR and KE briefly mentioned about the activesouthend Sporting Calendar.  Further details will be given when this project develops.

Councillor Cox thought it would be a good idea to link into the Cricket Festival at Garons.
