Welcome and Introductions:

Councillor Cox thanked everyone for attending.
Each member introduced themselves and their role.

Review of Previous Minutes:
These were accepted as a true record.
Funding:
Councillor Cox stated that the issue of ‘funding’ was now a standing agenda item.  

Councillor Cox spoke about where funding had recently made an impact in Southend.  An example being the Club Convention, supported by Southend on Sea Sports Council, which provided free training to clubs.  Furthermore, a Volunteer Fair to promote volunteering in sports clubs is scheduled to take place at the end of November.  
AMc said that within her organisation there is a small pot of funding to address anti social behaviour.  KR recommended that AMc should make contact with Adrian Fryer, Positive Futures, to try to identify best use of the funding.

SG mentioned that the Kickz programme offers great opportunity for engagement in hard to reach areas.  SG asked to be included in any discussions AF and AMc have.

JH stated there is further funding out there, and in general it is targeted at the clubs.

KE had produced a list of accredited clubs, with clubs working towards accreditation.  This list has proved to be a useful contacts list.  
KR stated that SBC were waiting for final confirmation to the outcome of the Community Investment Fund (CIF) application, from April 2009.  KR to notify partners of the funding outcome within the next few days.
Launch:

KR had liaised with Creating Leisure for the launch event to be held at Southend Leisure and Tennis Centre.  AT had checked the bookings sheets and suggested the best day to hold the event would be on a Sunday.  
To allow enough time to organise the event, a suitable date in April or May would be needed.  During this time, the weather would be better.

The event would focus on accredited sports clubs, or clubs working towards club accreditation, providing free taster sessions for the public to participate in.  It was decided that a range of sports should be provided, with further opportunities in each sport promoted, to encourage regular participation.  The event would aim to increase participation in sport and raise the profile of activesouthend.
The event would be aimed at families, so both children and adults would be encouraged to take part.

All club staff must hold an up to date CRB check, and this would be checked prior to the event.

SG mentioned about Fit for Life and football related sessions to be part of the event.  

TC said he would look into Soccerbility.

JH was keen for judo to be included.  Enthusiasm was also shown from table tennis and fencing representatives to be part of the event.  
Any further ideas or sports contacts should be forwarded to KR.  KR would be the lead contact in organising the event.
SG spoke about Southend Radio promoting the event beforehand and to be there during the event itself.  Clubs would benefit from such coverage.

Councillor Cox spoke about other organisations being part of the event, such as the Primary Care Trust, to promote the wider health benefits.
Any Other Business:
KR and LMc spoke about the activesouthend Volunteer Fair on Saturday 29th November.  This provided an opportunity for clubs to promote themselves to volunteers looking for a placement.
JA said that he was happy to attend future meetings, however, because of the huge area he covered, being the eastern region, he felt it worth while to find another suitable table tennis representative to attend meetings.
