Welcome and Introductions:

KR thanked everyone for attending and explained that Councillor Cox wasn’t able to attend the meeting due to work commitments.
Each member introduced themselves and their role.

Review of Previous Minutes:
These were accepted as a true record.
Activesouthend Event:
KR spoke about the activesouthend event arranged for Sunday 14th June, at Southend Leisure and Tennis Centre.  Anthony Thompson, Creating Leisure, was thanked for his continued support to the group and for allowing free use of the centre for this event.
The event will provide free taster sessions in different sports.  Each taster session will last for 45 minutes.  The event will start at 10am and will run until 4pm, therefore, six taster sessions per sport will be provided.

The following sports have been invited to be represented as part of this event, badminton, tennis, judo, table tennis, fencing, athletics, and football.  Other sports will be invited to take part.  If anyone has any contacts of clubs that may be interested in being part of this event, please contact Kevin Read with these details.  Other ideas so far include Southend on Sea Sports Council, SUFC Fit for Life, and using Sam Bull’s contacts to promote Paralympic sports.

LG asked about the booking system for the event.  The group thought it would be a good idea for people to be booked onto taster sessions in advance of the event.

KR to provide further details on this event in due course.

Funding:

Existing Community Investment Fund (CIF) projects, which run until the end of March 2009, continue to attract good numbers taking part in sport and physical activity.  KR provides Sport England with these figures on a quarterly basis.
It was mentioned that most of the projects that activesouthend applied for in the next phase of CIF funding were accepted for funding by Sport England, except those which were health related.  Sport England will only fund sports projects through the CIF funding.

KR announced that the following projects have received CIF funding from Sport England, over a two year period, starting in April 2009.   Table tennis, Sports Council Club Convention, Kickz under SUFC, Creating Leisure Tennis programme, schools physical activity programme under the Shoeburyness School Sports Partnership.  Further information will be forwarded to these project partners as soon as the information is available from Sport England.
It was stressed that other funding opportunities are available and the group should not rely just on CIF funding.  If anyone has any project ideas, they should contact Kevin Read.

Activesouthend Calendar:
KR gave a brief overview of the activesouthend calendar.  The calendar would promote Southend’s top sporting individuals and teams, as well as showing opportunities in each of the profiled sports.  Therefore, 12 sports would be covered, per year.  The calendar would look to commence in 2010, and following years.  A draft name could be ‘Southend’s Sporting Superstars 2010’.
There wouldn’t be a cost to activesouthend, as the calendar would finance itself through sponsorship.  AH’s expertise in fundraising would be utilised to bring in the funding.   Any funding left over would be put back into activesouthend.

KE said that his School Sports Partnership were looking into producing a calendar.  KR and AH to link with KE in this regard.  If anyone else from the group would like to be part of future discussions about the calendar, please contact KR.
The group were in favour of the calendar idea.
YMCA Project:
Lisa Blatch, Southend YMCA, spoke about the Southend YMCA project aimed at 11-25 year olds.
The YMCA are about to submit a Lottery Bid to the amount of £350k.  The funding will be for a four year project, to start at the end of 2009, to promote sports participation and volunteering.  Ten of the more unusual sports will be provided for Southend’s young people.

Charmaine Stubbs attended the meeting and briefly explained that young people, such as herself, had been consulted in regard to this exciting project.  Graeme Edwardson, Southend YMCA, was also present at the meeting.
JH introduced the judo club he represents and kindly offered the sport to be part of the project.  
Creating Leisure were keen to link with the YMCA to allow use of their venues.

The group were very keen on this fantastic sporting opportunity, as there is much potential for working together to provide the sports, coaches, and venues.
