Welcome and Introductions:

NF welcomed and thanked everyone for attending.

Each group member introduced themselves and their job role.

KR read out apologies for absence.

Minutes from the previous meeting were confirmed as accurate.

Launch Review:

NF thanked everyone who was part of the launch.  Particular thanks go to Sportessex, who attended every venue.

LJ commented that the launch was well organised, but the letter to clubs could have been made even clearer, so those interested were completely clear about the launch.

DR said that the autumn edition of Rochford District Matters was late in going out, and therefore a few of the launch dates that were advertised had already taken place.

NF stated that from the launch, there are good advertising resources, which can be used in the future.

The Next Step:

It was brought up about consulting with those that weren’t able to attend the launch, particularly those involved with physical activity in its widest sense.

KR to email group members with the proforma and equalities form, for potential contacts to complete.  All completed forms should be passed on to KR by Wednesday 31st October, at the latest.

A sub group, consisting of, DR, JMc, NF and KR will meet at Rochford District Council, at 9:30am, Friday 2nd November, to go through the feedback from the launch.

GC suggested that the group look to apply for funding as soon as possible.  With this in mind, JMc will liaise with the Funding Officer at RAVS, and invite her along to the next meeting.

BD brought up the fact that feedback should be given to those that made the effort to attend the launch.  This course of action was agreed.

Rochford Sports Council:

GC spoke about using Rochford Sports Council to work on our behalf.  This would involve linking them into the action plans, then, in the longer term, giving them the support they need to develop.  GC to attend the next Sports Council meeting.

Any Other Business:

PK asked whether there were any concepts of projects in mind.  GC stated that feedback from the launch would need to be collated first.

JMc spoke about funding she has recently received from Rochford Sports Council.  The funding will be used to train twelve volunteers, and then offer them community placements.  

JMc also spoke about a fitness instructor who is willing to give taster sessions across the district.  Following any taster sessions further sessions can be negotiated.

JB spoke about the Community Health Educator scheme.  This is an informal method of training, so people in the district are able to signpost people to different health services.

BD stated about representing issues around walking and cycling in the action plans.  These were considered key themes from previous meetings.  It was agreed that these issues would be included.

DR to email KR correspondents from Kenneth Edwards, who produces a monthly newsletter.  KR to then distribute.

GC spoke about working with clubs that are accredited.  It was acknowledged that this would hinder our work with smaller groups that may not have accreditation.  It was then suggested that we use the accredited clubs to support smaller clubs.

LJ told the group that this would be her last meeting, as she is now Leisure and Cultural Services Manager, for Rochford District Council.  Matt Harwood-White, her replacement, will attend future meetings.  LJ will still receive all information about the group.
