1. Funding 

· SR reported to the group that £36,000 was now available through CIF funding as opposed to the previous £25,000. Which is fantastic news for all. 

· TD reminded the group that we also still have our £3000 CSN Start Up Fund too. 

· CIF funding is one third of the overall funding, the other 2 thirds should be from In-Kind funding or Cash from partners, e.g. PCT. 

2. TD - Sport and Activity/ Club Database currently being created and updated – if anyone has information of activities taking place in the community to let TD know Venue, who by, who for (ages), type of activities, contact name and number. This is part of the process of carrying out an audit of what is currently being provided and how effectively, by who and who targeting as to avoid duplication, and to enhance provision, and to help develop what is already pre-existing.
