· Action Plan Project 1:

· June Tulloch commented that the BAA Stansted monies could not be divided in the way that were at the moment.  

· Action Plan Project 2:

· Anne King confirmed the support of Harlow College suggesting the College Open Day would be a good opportunity to promote the activity.  The group also agreed that the project should target school years 10 and 11 (14-16year olds) as well as post 16 females.

· Greg Cooper introduced generic marketing posters for the ‘Back To. . .’ programme.
