1. Minutes of last meeting reviewed all OK. 

2. Activebasildon Vision Document and Terms of Reference – deadline for amendments was 14/12/07 – therefore all agreed and now declared a live document.  TD to send the finalised document to sportessex. 

Action Plan 

· Need to establish leads on each project – letter of confirmation from partners to be sent to TD in relation to leading a project. 

· Identified that we need to give us much detail on projects as possible, ensuring they are SMART. However a realisation that some projects will not be able to detail the actual activities taking place until after the consultation work and taster sessions, so where we state a specific activity this is an example as we can not prescribe activities that we do not know is needed and wanted, this will come after the audit, and taster sessions are completed. 

JM – Older people at the Day Centres want to do Swimming however are restricted due to transport / access – need for use of a mini bus and a volunteer mini bus driver which would then enable older people at the day centres to take part in swimming at Gloucester Park Pool. 

Issues highlighted around loss of income for a pool - to stop use by public for a small group of people?

Same issues arose when talking of stroke survivors / disability swimming lessons – loss of income for a pool? To overcome these barriers there would need to be sufficient funding in place and demand – 

Further enquiries to take place:
TD to talk to Jacqui Stokes about prospects of targeted groups having lessons e.g. older people, disability groups.

Jenni Simpson to find out how many stroke survivors there are in Basildon. 

Jenni Simpson to talk to Fords re mini bus. 

Developing existing provision and a gaps analysis: 
1. BDC agreed to be the lead on the sports audit and provision database 

2. Identified need for a brochure to be produced to detail what is happening Basildon for sport and activity 

3. More clubs and organisations to be signposted to the sportessex.com website 

4. Currently 30 clubs from basildon on sportessex.com 

Increasing Participation

Cycling initiatives e.g. special needs cycling, rent a bike, family bike rides. Proposed lead to be Trailnet – Geoff Fletcher TBC. 

Delivery of Futsal and Football on Multi Use Games Areas and other community settings, proposed lead to be WHUFC – TBC 

Basketball Street League, proposed lead to be a basketball club TBC 

Mini Olympic event at Basildon Athletics Track in holiday times – proposed lead to be Basildon Athletics Club TBC 

Clubs to community projects – Clubs needed to sign up to and lead on projects 

Youth diversionary activity at South Green, Billericay – Lead TBC 

Diversionary referral project – idea raised that a boxing club could run a divert anti-social behaviour project? TBC 

TS – need for projects for 8 – 13 years (transitional years between junior and secondary years) more preventative if get children earlier. 

TD – identified need for sports projects for the unemployed 18+ in the Vange ward.  

DH - New disability sessions to start at South Essex Gymnastics Club to be promoted through CSN 

Clubs to sign up to and lead on Get Back Into --- projects.

Girls and Women’s participation

Junior Netball League – BDNA TBC?

Ladies 16+ come and try sport / activities – BDC to lead. 

TS – must be a crèche or children’s activities linked to such a project 

TD – reported only 6 women attended come and try ladies rugby – barriers being children and supported TS statement 

The whole group supported that and decided any ladies activities set up would need to look to provide something for the children alongside it. 

JS – PCT can contribute cash funding (match funding) to this project. 

Ideas include – yoga bugs, mini dribblers

Gymnastics looks likely to be the first pilot of the project at SE gymnastics club – TBC 

Disability multi sports sessions at Eversley Leisure Centre? 

Expanding infrastructure 
Club Convention – sports council to lead 

Development of Paralympic sports – SSP to lead 

GC – March 2008 – Paralympic sports promotion week 

GC – London Wheel Chair rugby club looking to set up new club in Essex – Essex Wheel Chair Rugby Club 

Workforce 

Come into Coaching   - Sports Council to lead (with sportessex)

Come into Volunteering  - Sports Council to lead  (with sportessex)

Develop Sports Leadership Programme – JSLA’s etc – SSP to lead 

FA JFO – WHUFC to lead TBC 

Run a weekend young peoples leadership camp – PCT, BDC, SSP 

Training for ASLs – SEEVIC Train to Gain Programme. 

Increase no of coaches to run OSH clubs – Lead SSP 

Training of mid-day assistants to increase activity in lunch times – lead SSP 

TD – already a Pulse Fitness Team delivering many fitness classes in Basildon – increasing keep fit class teachers would not seem to be a priority compared with other area of need - 

KL to gain more information from SEEKFA 

TD – comes down to the audit and identified need and wants – we have to keep the overall objective clear – Increasing participation. Needs further investigation to establish if we do need more keep fit teachers. 

KL to talk to Tina K from SEEKFA and report back to TD

TD and JS - Body Care – PCT already submitted bid for funding to deliver Body Care – this will not be a part of the CIF process as is whole funded by the PCT but useful to keep the group up to date with its progress. 

Group identified need for a sports activator to work in schools, communities and facilities running CSN projects and helping to increase participation (would be delivery based – paid for coaching hours) 

KC said Sport England could only fund if it is delivery based but yes is eligible. 

Group identified a need for a training budget, where gaps in coaching arose that there was a means by which people could go on a level 2 coaching course for example. This would need to be SMART and linked in with a project so that Sport England can see the measured outcomes of that funding.
