	The Launch - update
NF updated the group on the progress of the joint Launch sub group.  Dates and venues have been arranged and sportessex have assisted in the design of posters and leaflets to raise awareness of the launch events.  It was proposed that Active Castle Point and Active Rochford share the publicity / media arrangements due to their shared link to the Healthy Communities and Older People’s partnership and close proximity of borders.  This was agreed unanimously.  

Action:

IH will liaise with Kevin Read of Active Rochford to ensure both councils media officers are engaged and aware of requirements.

The purpose of these launch events is to raise awareness with the clubs and organisations who might input to developing the action plan and the delivery systems for sport and activity in the locations.  The later level of launches will be directed at the public and potential club members.

Visitors to the launches will be encouraged to complete a pro forma and register with sportessex.  Funding opportunities and discussion around what clubs are doing / can do to contribute to the action plan objectives will follow.

It was acknowledged that more detailed communication needs to be shared with partners and clubs to encourage them to participate in the network.  It is important to stress that the funding from sportessex is only accessible via Active CP.  

Action:

NF to circulate an invitation letter for distribution to clubs and partners within the wider LSP.

Some minor revisions were agreed to the proposed poster.  Once updated this will be distributed along with the above invitation.

Action:

Partners to submit external distribution lists to IH for circulation.

Action :

AM / IH to arrange revisions to posters and distribute by email and or mail.  500 copies to be supplied to CAVS for inclusion in their members mailing in September.

The information gathered at the launch events will help to develop plans for the fresher fairs and public awareness activities.

NF proposed the purchase of three “pop-up” displays and a banner to be used for each launch, to be paid for out of the launch funds.  This was agreed unanimously.
