· Helen Dear raised questions on the data provided by PCT to be included within the bid.  

· Helen Offord reported that the Cycling project also includes walking and a map will be produced that links into Cycling Essex.

· Helen Offord reported that the All Ability Sport And Leisure were successful in attracting £7,000 from the Essex Community Foundation so the project has already started and is taking place on a fortnightly basis.  The PAN disability football will now cover 2 age groups. PAN Disability dance and PAN disability athletics will now start after half term.

· Chris Purvis updated on the youth football project at Ladyshot and highlighted problems attracting the 13+ age group mainly due to Essex Police withdrawing support.  At project inception Essex Police were going to be targeting young people and directing them towards the sessions but this did not happen.  Chris Purvis also highlighted that after a slow start the Under13 sessions were being attended by 28 participants.
