· Mark Hall School project updates:

· Bodycare - Now in 3rd year and has been introduced to 28 schools.  It is now looking to get families and sports clubs involved linking it to the obesity strategy.

· After School Clubs – Is attracting about 60 children and is being led by SSCO and PE Staff.  The project is now also going to take place at Burnt Mill and Passmores School.

· Get back Into – Attracting 45 participants for Netball and some have formed/joined teams and play in a league.  This is now being rolled out to athletics and badminton.  There is a potential issue with Bluebirds badminton club possibly pulling out of delivery.
· Monday night football is also being successful.

· Get Into Football – Police now have reduced staff resources but can support the project through promotion at beat surgeries and referrals through PCSOs.  The project is going to take place at Ladyshot and Sumners Experience Centre.

· Get Back Into – Harlow Penguins have had to pull out of delivering the swimming aspect due to the closure of Harlow Pool.  A ‘Get Back Into Fitness’ programme will be delivered instead by Harlow Sportcentre linking to Surestart.
· MEND – Helen Dear advised that it is 3 programmes to be delivered in Year 1.

· Health Advisors – Contracts have been received and once signed can be implemented from April. Recruitment is starting now but there will be a gap between recruitment and delivery to enable training to take place.
