Closing Dates for 2012

February 21st 2012 and funding will be released after the 1st April 2012.
Please do not send original documents.  In all cases, a photocopy or scanned copy will be sufficient as long as they are all clearly illegible.  We cannot always return original copies of you do send them, especially photographs.  We accept applications by email or post.  Any unclear documents will not be accepted and could delay the application process.

Successful applicants will be informed by telephone and confirmation sent by email, or post if no email is available and are required to sign terms and conditions prior to the funds being released.  Most payments are made by cheque so please ensure your bank details are correct.

A grant is awarded to successful applicants on the understanding that it be used for the purpose stated in the Terms and Conditions issued at the time of the grant.  If you experience problems with spending the grant then you must contact Basildon Borough Council before committing to a change in the grant expenditure.
